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Disaster Checklist

The best plan for a disaster is to prepare a disaster kit in advance and keep your dog(s) with you. Many government emergency services sections will not accept pets in their emergency shelters so it is important to check with your local agency in advance.  

A disaster kit should include at minimum:

____
Dog food supply for at least a week 

____
Water for at least a week (per day: approx 1cup per 5lb of dog if <20lb or 
1c/10lbs if >20 lbs)
____
Poop bags for at least a week

____
Cleaning supplies to disinfect hands and dishes

____
Prescription medications for at least a week

____
Veterinarian records (copies) for emergency care and/or boarding 

____    Emergency phone/info numbers (vet, kennel, microchip, rabies & licence tag, etc)

____
Muzzle

____    Extra leash/collar or slip collar

____
ID tags – one with permanent address and one for temporary

____
First Aid kit

____
Blanket

____
Toy

____
Grooming supplies including shampoo and brushes

____
Crate or cage

____
Photos of dogs (min.10) so can distribute in case dog becomes separated

____
Photo of you with dog to prove ownership if located

____
“Lost” posters (min.10) with info, photo and blank spaces for latest contact information
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
